CHILD PROTECTION INFORMATION
The main programme of events at Taizé is organised for young people aged 15 and over. The Diocesan Pilgrimage will reflect this in being open to the same age range.
We have a responsibility under child protection legislation to try and ensure the wellbeing of anyone under 18. We will take all reasonable safeguards in the circumstances.  However, given the nature of the trip, it will not be possible to exercise the same measure of control as would be the case for a constantly and closely supervised group of younger children. This leaflet is designed to give you information about the child protection arrangements that will apply.
We will:
· ensure that all leaders from the diocese who will be travelling with the party have been subject to an enhanced disclosure from the Criminal Records Bureau;
· try to ensure the wellbeing of any persons under the age of 18 in the party. Levels of supervision will be commensurate with participants’ age.
However:
· members of the party who are over 18, other than leaders, will not have been required to obtain a CRB disclosure;
· there will be other adults present on the Taizé site
While we will take every reasonable precaution to protect under-18s, you will appreciate that members of the group must bear a reasonable degree of personal responsibility for their own safety.
We are confident that any risks are small and that the party will be safe at Taizé (risk assessments are available for inspection). However we need to make you aware of these issues and ensure that you are still prepared to allow your son or daughter to join the trip.
Effectively, all members of the group (including those under 18) will be treated as adults and expected to behave as such – all young people attending will be asked to sign an agreement about their behaviour.
